 FIRST LESSON (Apocrypha) – Wisdom 3:1-9  

   (RSV) 

The destiny of the righteous 

3 But the souls of the righteous are in the hand of God, 

and no torment will ever touch them. 
2 In the eyes of the foolish they seemed to have died, 

and their departure was thought to be an affliction, 
3 and their going from us to be their destruction; 

but they are at peace. 
4 For though in the sight of men they were punished, 

their hope is full of immortality. 
5 Having been disciplined a little, they will receive great 

good, 

because God tested them and found them worthy of 

himself; 
6 like gold in the furnace he tried them, 

and like a sacrificial burnt offering he accepted them.

The seer sees the great company of those who have been 

redeemed by the blood of the Lamb (Jesus) 

      AND I saw another angel ascending from the east, 

having the seal of the living God: and he cried with a loud 

voice to the four angels, to whom it was given to hurt the 

earth and the sea, saying. Hurt not the earth, neither the 

sea, nor the trees, till we have sealed the servants of our 

God in their foreheads. And I heard the number of them 

which were sealed: and there were sealed an hundred and 

forty and four thousand of all the tribes of the children of 

Israel.  

     After this I beheld, and, lo, a great multitude, which no

Therefore are they before 

the throne of God, and serve him day and night in his 

temple: and he that sitteth on the throne shall dwell among 

them. They shall hunger no more, neither thirst any more; 

neither shall the sun light on them, nor any heat. For the 

Lamb which is in the midst of the throne shall feed them, 

and shall lead them unto living fountains of waters: and 

God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes.
