FIRST LESSON - Ezekiel 34:25-31 (RSV) (sit)

The prophet closes a section on the shepherds of Israel (their
kings) and the sheep entrusted to their care (God’s people) with a
promise of peace and better days. Ultimately, the prophecy found
here comes true with the arrival of Jesus. Then there shall indeed

be “showers of blessing”.

“I will make with them a covenant of peace and banish
wild beasts from the land, so that they may dwell securely
in the wilderness and sleep in the woods. 2° And 1 will
make them and the places round about my hill a blessing;
and I will send down the showers in their season; they shall
be showers of blessing. ” And the trees of the field shall



yield their fruit, and the earth shall yield its increase, and
they shall be secure in their land; and they shall know that
I am the Lord, when I break the bars of their yoke, and
deliver them from the hand of those who enslaved
them. ?® They shall no more be a prey to the nations, nor
shall the beasts of the land devour them; they shall dwell
securely, and none shall make them afraid. > And I will
provide for them prosperous plantations so that they shall
no more be consumed with hunger in the land, and no
longer suffer the reproach of the nations.

NEW TESTAMENT LESSON - St. John 16:23-33
(RSV) (sit)
The disciples’ sorrow was turned to joy when they saw Jesus alive

on that first Easter evening. In this Gospel from the discourse
Jesus had with the disciples in the Upper Room prior to His arrest



and crucifixion, Jesus foretells the joy that will be theirs when they
see Him again. This joy was theirs when He appeared to them in
the Upper Room on that first Easter evening. His power and
presence continue to be revealed to His followers by the power of
the Holy Spirit.

In that day you will ask nothing of me. Truly, truly, I

say to you, if you ask anything of the Father, he will give
it to you in my name. 2* Hitherto you have asked nothing
in my name; ask, and you will receive, that your joy may
be full.
25¢[ have said this to you in figures; the hour is coming
when I shall no longer speak to you in figures but tell you
plainly of the Father. 26In that day you will ask in my
name; and I do not say to you that I shall pray the Father
for you; 2" for the Father himself loves you, because you
have loved me and have believed that I came from the
Father. 21 came from the Father and have come into the
world; again, I am leaving the world and going to the
Father.”
2 His disciples said, “Ah, now you are speaking plainly,
not in any figure! 3 Now we know that you know all
things, and need none to question you; by this we believe
that you came from God.” 3! Jesus answered them, “Do
you now believe? 2 The hour is coming, indeed it has
come, when you will be scattered, every man to his home,
and will leave me alone; yet I am not alone, for the Father
is with me. ** I have said this to you, that in me you may
have peace. In the world you have tribulation; but be of
good cheer, I have overcome the world.”

What is Rogation
Sunday? Traditionally,
the three days before
Ascension Day are
% known as Rogation
| Days. The Sunday
before is  Rogation
Sunday. This
designation comes from
the Latin and means ‘to
ask.” On this Sunday we ask for God’s blessings on crops and those
who work in agriculture. In some places there is a procession around
the bounds of the parish during which the Litany from the Prayer
Book is sung. Rogation days originated in Vienne, France, in the
fifth century when Bishop Mamertus introduced days of fasting and
prayer to ward off a threatened disaster.
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
