OLD TESTAMENT LESSON - Exodus 16:4-15

(RSV)

God providing for the needs of the children of Israel in the
wilderness provides the backdrop for Jesus feeding of the 5000
in today’s Gospel. Jesus is both the greater Moses and the One

who is able to do what only the Father in heaven does.

Then the Lord said to Moses, “Behold, I will rain
bread from heaven for you; and the people shall go out
and gather a day’s portion every day, that [ may prove
them, whether they will walk in my law or not. 3 On the
sixth day, when they prepare what they bring in, it will
be twice as much as they gather daily.” ® So Moses and
Aaron said to all the people of Israel, “At evening you
shall know that it was the Lord who brought you out of
the land of Egypt, " and in the morning you shall see the
glory of the Lord, because he has heard your
murmurings against the Lord. For what are we, that you
murmur against us?”3And Moses said, “When
the Lord gives you in the evening flesh to eat and in the
morning bread to the full, because the Lord has heard
your murmurings which you murmur against him—
what are we? Your murmurings are not against us but
against the Lord.”

?And Moses said to Aaron, “Say to the whole

congregation of the people of Israel, ‘Come near before

the Lord, for he has heard your murmurings.” '* And as

Aaron spoke to the whole congregation of the people of
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Israel, they looked toward the wilderness, and behold,
the glory of the Lord appeared in the cloud. " And
the Lord said to Moses, '2“I have heard the murmurings
of the people of Israel; say to them, ‘At twilight you
shall eat flesh, and in the morning you shall be filled
with bread; then you shall know that [ am the Lord your
God.””

13In the evening quails came up and covered the camp;
and in the morning dew lay round about the
camp. ¥ And when the dew had gone up, there was on
the face of the wilderness a fine, flake-like thing, fine as
hoarfrost on the ground. ' When the people of Israel
saw it, they said to one another, “What is it?” For they
did not know what it was. And Moses said to them, “It
is the bread which the Lord has given you to eat.”

THE EPISTLE — Galatians 4:21-31

Allegiance to the “Jerusalem which is above” gives Christians

(the new reconstituted Israel) a freedom which is impossible for

those who cling to the “Jerusalem which now is” (the Jews who
were rejecting Jesus’ call and were clinging to the old
arrangement inaugurated at Sinai in the days of Moses).

TELL me, ye that desire to be under the law, do ye
not hear the law? For it is written, that Abraham had two
sons, the one by a bondmaid, the other by a freewoman.
But he who was of the bond woman was born after the
flesh; but he of the freewoman was by promise. Which
things are an allegory: for these are the two covenants;
the one from the mount Sinai, which gendereth to
bondage, which is Agar. For this Agar is mount Sinai in
Arabia, and answereth to Jerusalem which now is, and
is in bondage with her children. But Jerusalem which is
above 1s free, which is the mother of us all. For it is
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written, Rejoice, thou barren that bearest not; break
forth and cry, thou that travailest not: for the desolate
hath many more children than she which hath an
husband. Now we, brethren, as Isaac was, are the
children of promise. But as then he that was born after
the flesh persecuted him that was born after the Spirit,
even so it is now. Nevertheless what saith the scripture?
Cast out the bond woman and her son: for the son of the
bondwoman shall not be heir with the son of the
freewoman. So then, brethren, we are not children of the
bondwoman, but of the free.

THE GOSPEL - St. John 6:1-14 (stand)

Jesus feeding the 5000 is a sign that He is the One of whom Moses
spoke when he said at the end of his life: “The LORD thy God will
raise up unto thee a Prophet from the midst of thee, of thy
brethren, like unto me; unto him ye shall hearken”
(Deuteronomy 18:15).

JESUS went over the sea of Galilee, which is the sea of
Tiberias. And a great multitude followed him, because
they saw his miracles which he did on them that were
diseased. And Jesus went up into a mountain, and there
he sat with his disciples. And the passover, a feast of the
Jews, was nigh. When Jesus then lifted up his eyes, and
saw a great company come unto him, he saith unto Philip,
Whence shall we buy bread, that these may eat? And this
he said to prove him: for he himself knew what he would
do. Philip answered him, Two hundred pennyworth of
bread is not sufficient for them, that every one of them
may take a little. One of his disciples, Andrew, Simon
Peter's brother, saith unto him, There is a lad here, which
bath five barley loaves, and two small fishes: but what are

they among so many? And Jesus said, Make the men sit
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down, Now there was much grass in the place. So the men
sat down, in number about five thousand; And Jesus took
the loaves; and when he had given thanks, he distributed
to the disciples, and the disciples to them that were set
down; and likewise of the fishes as much as they would.
When they were filled, he said unto his disciples, Gather
up the fragments that remain, that nothing be lost.
Therefore they gathered them together, and filled twelve
baskets with the fragments of the five barley loaves,
which remained over and above unto them that had eaten.
Then those men, when they had seen the miracle that
Jesus did, said, This is of a truth that prophet that should
come into the world.
