Her 

sorrow over being childless was turned to joy when God answered 

her earnest prayer which she had offered earlier in the Tabernacle 

of the Lord in Shiloh. Jesus’ followers would later experience this 

great exchange of sorrow for joy when Jesus was raised from 

 the dead.

NEW TESTAMENT LESSON – St. John 16:16-22 

(RSV) (sit) 
The disciples’ sorrow was turned to joy when they saw Jesus alive 

on that first Easter evening. In this Gospel from the discourse 

Jesus had with the disciples in the Upper Room prior to His arrest 

and crucifixion, Jesus foretells the joy that will be theirs when they 

see Him again. This joy was theirs when He appeared to them in 

the Upper Room on that first Easter evening.  His power and 

presence continue to be revealed to His followers by the power of 

the Holy Spirit.  
16 “A little while, and you will see me no more; again a 

little while, and you will see me.” 17 Some of his disciples 

said to one another, “What is this that he says to us, ‘A 

little while, and you will not see me, and again a little 

while, and you will see me’; and, ‘because I go to the 

Father’?” 18 They said, “What does he mean by ‘a little 

while’? We do not know what he means.” 19 Jesus knew 

that they wanted to ask him; so he said to them, “Is this 



 

what you are asking yourselves, what I meant by saying, 

‘A little while, and you will not see me, and again a little 

while, and you will see me’? 20 Truly, truly, I say to you, 

you will weep and lament, but the world will rejoice; you 

will be sorrowful, but your sorrow will turn into 

joy. 21 When a woman is in travail she has sorrow, because 

her hour has come; but when she is delivered of the child, 

she no longer remembers the anguish, for joy that a 

child[a] is born into the world. 22 So you have sorrow now, 

but I will see you again and your hearts will rejoice, and 

no one will take your joy from you.
