FIRST LESSON – Deuteronomy 32:1-4, 34-39 
    (RSV) (sit) 
In this passage we learn that God is just and can be depended upon. “A God of 

faithfulness and without iniquity, just and right is he” (v.4). This God is the 

eternal judge. 
1  “Give ear, O heavens, and I will speak; 

    and let the earth hear the words of my mouth. 
2 May my teaching drop as the rain, 

    my speech distil as the dew, 

as the gentle rain upon the tender grass, 

    and as the showers upon the herb. 
3 For I will proclaim the name of the LORD. 

    Ascribe greatness to our God! 
4 “The Rock, his work is perfect; 

    for all his ways are justice. 

A God of faithfulness and without iniquity, 

    just and right is he. 

 
34 “Is not this laid up in store with me, 

    sealed up in my treasuries? 
35 Vengeance is mine, and recompense, 

    for the time when their foot shall slip; 

for the day of their calamity is at hand, 

    and their doom comes swiftly. 
36 For the LORD will vindicate his people 

    and have compassion on his servants, 

when he sees that their power is gone, 

    and there is none remaining, bond or free. 
37 Then he will say, ‘Where are their gods, 

    the rock in which they took refuge, 
38 who ate the fat of their sacrifices, 

    and drank the wine of their drink offering?

NEW TESTAMENT LESSON – St. Luke 6:36-42 

(RSV) (sit) 

     These verses come from St. Luke’s version of St. 

Matthew’s Sermon on the Mount. Because of the 

difference in the introduction, St. Luke’s version is often 

called “The Sermon on the Plain.” Today’s verses are 

about mercy and being slow to judge others. 

      36Be merciful, even as your Father is 

merciful.37 “Judge not, and you will not be judged; 

condemn not, and you will not be condemned; forgive, and 

you will be forgiven; 38 give, and it will be given to you; 

good measure, pressed down, shaken together, running 

over, will be put into your lap. For the measure you give 

will be the measure you get back.” 



 

39 He also told them a parable: “Can a blind man lead a 

blind man? Will they not both fall into a pit? 40 A disciple 

is not above his teacher, but everyone when he is fully 

taught will be like his teacher. 41 Why do you see the speck 

that is in your brother’s eye, but do not notice the log that 

is in your own eye? 42 Or how can you say to your brother, 

‘Brother, let me take out the speck that is in your eye,’ 

when you yourself do not see the log that is in your own 

eye? You hypocrite, first take the log out of your own eye, 

and then you will see clearly to take out the speck that is 

in your brother’s eye.
